Mardi Gras is a huge 

celebration in 

Leesburg,  

culminating in the 

Mardi Gras Ball on Friday, 

2/17 and the “Party in 

the Streets” on Saturday, 

2/18.  The Party in the Streets 

features three  

parades:  Kids’ Masquer- ade Pa-

rade at 11:00 am, Pet Masquerade Parade at 

2:00 pm, and the Main Street Parade at 7:00 

pm, with beads, floats, stilt-walkers, and 

more. 

     The ancient Romans probably kicked off 

the Mardi Gras, or Carnival, celebrations.  

By medieval times, lords were hosting car-

nivals prior to Lent in honor of their new 

knights.  Lent refers to the 40 days between 

Ash Wednesday and Easter Sunday. 

     Mardi Gras is a French expression mean-

ing “Fat Tuesday” . . . referring to the indul-

gent nature of the pre-Lenten celebration.  It 

was the early French settlers to Louisiana 

who introduced Mardi Gras to America.  By 

the mid 1820s, Mardi Gras was firmly 

rooted in the New Orleans culture. 

     The official colors for Mardi Gras are 

purple (justice), green (faith), and gold 

(power).  One Mardi Gras tradition is the 

King Cake, a coffee cake pastry with a  

plastic baby inside.  Traditionally, whoever 

finds the baby in his piece of cake is said to 

have good fortune throughout the year and 

must provide the King Cake for next year’s 

party.
